


It Was a Macfarlane 4th of July at the OCC

Unlike recent Walter J. Macfarlane Regattas on the 4th
of July, this one was notoriously flat with some bumps and occa-
sional 1-2 foot waves.

In fact, it was so mellow that there were only two huli: in
the first race between different branches of the Armed Forces,
and in the novice A men’s race.

But it was the novice men’s huli that had the thousands
of spectators on Waikiki Beach on their feet and shouting.

Outrigger’s canoe was on a wave with Karel Tresnak Jr.
steering. Heading into the finish, OCC was side by side with
Kailua's novice men when the canoes started to veer into each
other. It looked like Kailua’'s canoe was in Outrigger’s lane,
when suddenly the canoes hit and Outrigger’s ama ended up
atop Kailua's paddlers. Then Kailua’'s paddlers pushed Outrig-
ger's ama off of them and our canoe huli‘d.

No one was hurt and both canoes survived intact. Every-
one has their version about how it happened, and whose fault it
was, but in the end it's just another Macfarlane story that will
live on to be told and retold.

Although Outrigger crews won many gold, silver and
bronze medals, it was Lanikai who amassed 173 points to win
the Macfarlane Trophy, followed closely by Outrigger with 167,
Hui Nalu 146 and Kailua 140.

The Armed Forces race at the beginning of the day was
won by the Navy Seals, who beat out the Coast Guard and a
Navy crew made of up five top admirals from CINCPAC. The
Army, Air Force and Marines also participated.

The 4th of July began with a breakfast at the Club for
paddlers, a pep rally in the Ka Mo'i Lounge, and a day of racing
at Waikiki Beach in front of the Club’s first headquarters. As
the sun began setting, members and their guests finished the
holiday with a party at the Club with food, drink, dancing and
fireworks.

Many thanks to Andrea Ray who chaired the Macfarlane
event for the Canoe Racing Committee, to all of the paddlers,
coaches, and boat holders for their determined efforts on the
race course, the amazing steersmen and women who provided
their expertise for 42 races, and the Club employees who wel-
comed us back to the Club for an evening of fun.

The 2014 regatta season winds up on Saturday, August 2
with the Hawaiian Canoe Racing State Championship Regatta at
Keehi Lagoon.

Distance racing begins on August 17 with the Duke Ka-
hanamoku Challenge from Kailua to the Duke Kahanamoku
Beach at the Hilton Hawaiian Village. This race will be followed
by the Kailua Bay Challenge for men on August 23 and the Dad
Center Race for women on August 24.
