Course. The course is 10,000 meters 

(6.24 miles) long, starting at the C lub 

beach, turn ing left at the flag V2 mile 

seaward; then right at D iam ond Head 

Buoy, passing makai of the flag; then 

right turn at Wreck Buoy; left turn at 

the flag, and fin ish at the starting 

point. The race w ill be paddled again 

over the same course this winter, date 

and time to be announced.

Seventeen paddlers started the 

race and all seventeen fin ished the 

6.24 m ile  gr ind . O ve ra l l  m en ’s 

w inner was Bret Goodfriend; time: 

1:26.11. This was approximate ly  9 

m inutes off Chuck Kelley’s record 

time of 1:17.02 set last December. Kisi 

Haine came first in the w om en ’s 

d iv is ion , setting a new record time of 

1:58.12. Her overall placement was 

ninth.

In the newly established boy’s 

d iv is io n , Pat C a ldw e ll  was the- 

w inner in 1:36.04. This did not better 

his own time in last w inter’s race nor

the time of 1:28.02 set by Paul Scully  

last winter. There were no entrants in 

the newly established g ir l ’s division.

A t 7:59 a .m . on S a t u r d a y ,  

September 29, 39 canoe racing crews 

nosed their craft up to the starting 

line in M o loka i ’s Hale O Lono Harbor 

for the start of the 1979 M oloka i to 

O ahu  outrigger canoe race. Five 

hours and forty-six m inutes later, 

Outrigger’s Senior Men ran their 

canoe onto the beach at Fort De 

Russy, a little more than three 

minutes ahead of the hard-paddling 

Balboa Bay C lub from California . 

Third in the fiberglass d iv is ion was 

Imua. Lanikai and Hui Nalu, in that 

order, were - in race track parlance - 

“also rans”. O CC  paddler T im  Guard  

was quoted as saying: (it was) "the 

best of the 13 races I've been in .”
