The new parking decals will be issued to all eligible 
m em bers und er the follow ing conditions approved by the 
Board of D irectors:
R E G U LA R  A N D  IN T E R M E D IA T E  M EM BERS:

1 set (2 decals) for m em ber, second set for spouse, 
if he/she drive s  another fam ily car No m ore than 
two sets.

A S S O C IA TE . N O N R E S ID E N T. S E R V IC E  M EM BERS:
O n ly 1 set (2 decals) will be issued to m em bers in 
these classifications w ho own the vehicle.

JU N IO R  M EM BERS:
O nly 1 set (2 decals) will be issued to a Junior 
m em ber, if he/she qualifies, (present driver's 
license)

P LA C IN G  OF D EC ALS :
It is req uired  that one decal be placed on the left 
half of the front bumper and the other decal is to be 
attached to the right half of the rear bumper. 

C H A N G IN G  V E H IC LE S :
W hen yo u r autom obile is sold and a new set of 
decals is needed for yo u r new vehicle, you must 
rem ove the two stickers from  the bum pers and 
subm it the shavings to the m anager of the club in 
o rd er to qu a lify for a replacem ent.

COST: One Dollar for each set of decals issued
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
