Joan, w i th  a 

b ir thday coming up, wi l l  compete in 

the 55-59 age g r o u p  for the last  

time. In March, Lloyd set a new na ­

t ional record in the 1650-yard free­

style in an AAU-sanct ioned meet 

breaking his own time of 24:18:59 

by two and 57/100’s seconds. . . .

Representing the OCC, Crane 

and Cox went into the Florida com­

petit ion after tak ing seventh in the 

World's Tornado Champ ionsh ips  held 

in Syd ne y ,  A u s t r a l i a  the second 

week  in Februa ry .  A c c o r d i n g  to 

Crane, only one U.S. Tornado crew 

wi l l  sail for a gold medal in the s um ­

mer O lymp ic  games. Two alternate 

crews wil l  stand by. Final O lymp ic  

trails wi l l  be held on Lake Ontar io  

June 8-19. . . .  The MoIokai-to-Oahu 

Canoe Race will  fol low a different, 

longer course this year, and twelve- 

man crews wi l l  rep lace  last year’s 

nine-man crew.
