Negotiations are under  way to o b ­
tain the same catamaran for next year 
and also to make available a first class 
tour option via Hawaiian Airl ines to 
Molokai ,  including a tour of  the is­
land,  hotel accommodat ions,  Holoku 
Ball,  and then travel to Oahu via the 
catamaran.  The price will be an­
nounced later.
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
