Lowell, who switched from the American style to Euro­
pean in preparation for the U.S. for the Pan Am event, 
was elated by the progress and improvement shown in 
winning the gold medal.

Lowell first employed the European technique in coach­
ing the Outrigger team and enjoying instant success win­
ning the N ational AAU championship earlier this year.
