lr u cd robe that distance racing began right after the Stare Championships 
in regatta or sprint racing in August. At Outrigger, preparation for the distance 
. cason begins in pring with the Canoe Racing Committee planning and budget· 
mg for crews to be a presence at key mce events. The Club sponsors the Dad 
Center Race for women on August 27, and the Skippy Kamakawiwo'ole Race for 
men on September 17. And as always, the Molokai crossings arc important prizes 
for both programs. 

After winning the granddaddy of the distance races, the Molokai Hoc, two 
years straight, the men's program has had an abysmal sprint season this summer. 
Smaller tumour, the ab ence of many of its elite paddlen,, and improvemenr in 
competition from other canoe club;, all contribure to the woes of the men's pro· 
grnm. But no one in the international racing ohana ever counts Outrigger's men 
out. First year men's head coach Colin Perry is steadily building a renewed and 
viable effort. 

By contrast, women's coaches Tom Me Tigue and Liz Perry have enjoyed 
high numbers, with paddlers returning from the nursery or new paddlers gaining 
membership into the Club. Committed to a stmtegy of trnining for the Molokai 
crossing as if preparing for a marathon, the women approached the regatta season 
with a focus on honing technique and building endurance, not erring mile times 
or winning mile sprints. The women's program plans to fi ll our three full crews 
for the distance season. To follow your crews throughout the resr of the ummer, 
here's a chcdule of the key mccs coming up.
