Because the course will no t be 
marked, each swimmer must have an 
escort; kayaks and surfboards are rec­
ommended. Escort boats are forbidden;

There is an entry fee for swimmers 

of $25 if received before Dec. 10; $35 
thereafter. The fee includes a swim cap, 
T-shirts for swimmer and escort and 
tickets for both to the Awards Luau 
following the swim. 

Awards wi ll be given in the follow­
ing age groups for both men and wo­
men: 20-24 , 25-29, 30-34, 35-39, 
40-44, 45-49, 50-54, 55-59, 60-64, 
65-69, 70-over.

Check-in for the swim is at 7 a.m. on 
the 19th , with instructions at 7:30. All 
swimmers and escorts must attend the 
inst ruction session.
