There are only 3 exceptions:
1) Any m e m b e r  who has a vehicle (loaner)  
other than  his or her own autom obile  may  
obtain a te m p o ra ry  Parking perm it  for their  
personal use. Such a perm it will be good for 
one w eek  only; is non-transferable; costs 
$ 1 .0 0 ,  and may be obta ined at the  front desk.
2) After the  tem p o rary  perm it is issued, it 
m ust be presented to the park ing a t ten d an t  on 
e nter ing  so he m ay record the  m e m b e r ’s name  
and Club n u m b e r  and the expiration date of 
th e  permit.
3) W hen the tem p o rary  perm it expires, it 
must be tu rn ed  in to the park ing attendant,  
n o t  re ta ined  by the  holder.

Members are also reminded that:
1) Guests of m em bers , when enter ing  the  
Club alone, m ay not park unless the parking  
a tten d an t  has a chit personally signed by the  
host m em b er  for his guest.
2) To exped ite  entry  in this situation, the host 
m e m b e r  may sign a p a r k m g c h i t a h e a d  of t im e  
and leave it with the parking attendant.
