
Summer Open-Ocean Swim Scheduled

The 6th Annual Outrigger Canoe Club/ 
Waikiki Swim Club ocean swim race 
will be held on Saturday, June 16 at the 
Club, starting at 9:00a.m. Register at 
8:15a.m. 

There will be a short course and a 
long course. The long course is approx­
imately two miles; the short course, for 
anyone 50 and over, is approximately 
one mile (swim course is posted on 
bulletin board in tunnel). 

Historically this has not been an easy 
swim due to currents and surf, so proper 
conditioning is recommended for any­
one planning to compete. The entry fee 
of $10 includes a brunch, race T-shirt 
and awards. There is a late entry fee, so 
register early. A sign-up sheet is avail­
able for Club members at the front 
desk. 

Swimmers are encouraged to provide 
a friend or relative as a personal escort, 
either on a paddleboard or in an outrig­
ger canoe. Anyone who is interested in 
escorting is welcome and will receive a 
brunch, compliments of the Club, and a 

T-shirt (depending on supply). 
Approximately a month later, on 

Sunday, July 22, Waikiki Swim Club 
and the Hui 0 He 'e Nalu Surfing Asso­
ciation will be sponsoring the 2nd An­
nual North Shore Challenge Swim from 
Pupukea to Waimea Bay. This was a 
highlight of most swimmers' calendars 
last year as conditions were beautiful. 
The ocean was crystal clear, offering 
fabulous views of the coral and marine 
life below. The distance is approx­
imately 2lh miles, from Ehukai Park 
(pipeline) to Waimea Bay. Details and 
entry forms are available at the front 
desk. 

Start training now and we look for­
ward to seeing you in these two exciting 
open-ocean events. These are excellent 
training swims for the Waikiki Rough­
water Swim on Sept. 3rd.

Dining Room Price 
Increases

Toward the end of 1983, several budget 
sessions were held to discuss and de­
velop a systematic plan for meeting ex­
penses during 1984. A special in-depth 
analysis was made of the total cost in­
volved in producing a meal of excel­
lence, taking into consideration a 
minimum, but realistic, profit margin 
existent in all sound food operations. 
The rising cost of raw materials and 
continually eroding expense of labor 
were scrutinized in detail. A unanimous 
decision was approved by the Club's 
House Committee and the Board of 
Directors that effective toward the latter 
part of May, 1984, there would be an 
increase on our luncheon menu of 7% at 
an even-menu mix and dinner menu of 
9%, again at an even-menu mix. We 
regret that this adjustment has become 
necessary. It has been more than two 

years since our prices were last in­
creased. Much thought has been given 
to keeping the augmented costs as mod­
est as possible without sacrificing qual­
ity or curtailing our high standard of 
service. 

Concurrently, Chef Teruya is in the 
process of developing an exciting new 
menu and we urge you to order and 
enjoy some of these innovative spe­
cialties. We will be most interested in 
hearing your comments. 

In summary, we felt that adjusting 
menu prices to cover burdening operat­
ing costs was preferable to cutting cor­
ners on the quality of our food and bev­
erage service. Remember, compar­
atively speaking, the Outrigger still 
offers the best value in superior food 
served in an incomparable setting.
