Our  program this year  will be built 
around a phi losophy of active 
p a r t i c i p a t i o n  a n d  f r i e n d l y  
compet i t ion among all age groups.  
Coach Norfleet  will  be announcing 
several  special  events  open to all. 
Help is needed not just at the regattas 
but also on the Club premises.  Plans 
are under way to make use of more of 
the Cl u b ’s human resources than ever 
before.
