Cline Mann who passed aw ay in 1996 w as one of OCC's most 
avid ocean sports enthusiasts noted for his contributions to ocean 
sports and the revival of competitive paddleboard racing in 
Hawaii. Many long time Club members and friends were fortu­
nate to spend time wit h Cline on the Hau Terrace while enjoying 
a cold Budweiser and watching the surf and afternoon sunsets. 

Consisting of both a 17 mile long course from Makai Pier to 
OCC and a 9 mile short course originating at Moanalua Bay, the 
race has become known as the warm up to the Moloka'i world 
championship held later in t he month and always attracts a com­
petitive f ield of local and international paddle boarders and SUP 
entries. 

This year 75 entrants would battle it out for bragging rights 
and to get their names 0171 Of;le of the prized divisional OCC tm­
phies.
