Fisherman's Wharf's cold seafood 
buffet, $1.95; Kopper Kitchen's prime 
ribs also $1.95, and a complete dinner 
of French cuisine was $3.50 at the 
Gourmet. Most popular bar, the 
Tahitian Lanai's Papeete Bar." 
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20 Years Ago 
1969-Spurred on by co-captains Tom 
Reiner and Gerry Bockus, the OCC
