operated by a semi-autonomous 

organization now known as The 

Board of Water Supply. This Board, 

staffed largely by hydrological 

engineers and technicians, has the 

awesome responsibility of keeping a 

complex, in tegrated system of 

pumping stations and pipelines in 

prime operating condition, and even 

more importantly, making sure that 

we do not overdraw our fresh-water 

“account.”

Technologically, the Board of 

W a t e r  S u p p l y  is g e n e r a l l y  

considered highly competent. Faced 

with the challenge of improving a 

sys t em o r i g i n a l l y  p l a n ned  to 

accommodate an island population of 

less than half a mill ion and now 

grown to more than eight hundred 

thousand, the Board has come up 

with the necessary answers by 

finding new sources of supply and 

modernizing the system of pumping

Hau Terrace Kokua Requested

There has been some concern 

among members regarding the Hau 

Terrace on the weekends.
