86 Years Ago--July 18, 1908 
The first recorded entry of an OCC crew in a canoe race was on Regatta 

Day 1908. It was a boys crew led by Harold Hustace paddling in Walter F. 
Dillingham's canoe the "M aiolo." The OCC crew lost to the L ei flima crew 
"which was manned by Hawaiians." 
51 Years Ago--July 4, 1943 

The Outr igger Canoe Club held the first annual Walter J. Macfarlane 
Regatta. T he race was held at Waikiki Beach froming the old Club site which 
is now the Outri gger Waikiki Hotel. 
39 Years Ago--July 29, 1955 

The Club membership voted 137-86 against the approval of a proposed 
55 year lease for the fu ture home of the OCC. The proposed location was 
near the present site of the llikai and the Hawaiian Village Hotels. 
1 Year Ago--July 1993
