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Help Choose Hawaii's State Fish 
Lovers of the fi nny species wi ll finally 
have the opportunity to select a state 
fish for Hawaii . This month , our 
neighbor, the Waikiki Aquarium and 
the University of Hawaii Marine Op­
tion program are carrying out the final 
phase of a mandate from the State 
Legislature to help select the best fi sh 
representative for Hawaii. 

The State Fish Selection Campaign , 
labeled Ka' l 'a Hawaii , began early this 
year when some legislators and news 
reporters noticed that while Hawaii has 
a state flower, tree, bird and even ma­
rine mammal (the humpback whale), 
the only island state in America has no 
state fish. To correct this glaring omis­
sion, the 1984 State Legislature, led by 
Waianae Rep. Peter K. Apo and Big 
Island Rep. Richard Matsuura, head of 
the Ocean and Marine Resources Com­
mittee, passed House Resolution No. 5 
calling for a fish selection campaign . 

The agencies charged with the task 
-the Aquarium and the MOP-asked 
students and residents for their 
nominees. There were three criteria for 

selection: fish candidates must be na­
tive to Hawai ian waters, culturally im­
portant to the islands and readily seen in 
their nat ural state. 

After much discussion , eight nomi­
nees were chosen from a li st of 26 e ligi­
ble candidates. The finalist s are: the 
colorful hinalea lau-wil i (saddle 
wrasse) fou nd only in Hawaii ; the kala 
(bluespine unicornfish) , an early favo­
rite of school chi ldren; the red eati ng­
fish kumu (whitesaddle goatfish); the 
bright yellow and black lau-wi liwi li ­
nukunuku- 'oi 'oi (long-nosed butter­
fl yfish) from Kona ; the uhu-uliuli 
(spectacled parrotfish); the striped ma­
nini (convict tang); the humuhumu ­
nukunuku-a-pua-a (reef triggerfish) 
celebrated in song and story; and the red 
and silver 'aweoweo (Hawai ian g lass­
eye). Those who don't agree with the 
choice of finali sts can argue for their 
favorites on the write-in blank provided 
on the ballot. 

A conventi on campaign k ick-off 
rally will be held at the Aquarium on 
Oct. 19. Speeches on the merits of each 

candidate will be made, nominees will 
convince the public to vote for them, 
community leaders will give their sup­
port to their favorites. The public is 
invited! Campaign materials (e.g. hats, 
T-shirts and decals) will be available in 
the Aquarium 's Natural Selection gift 
shop. 

Education packets on the nominees 
are now being distributed to schools to 
help teachers plan projects for students. 
Other workshops and onsite studies of 
the nominees will be conducted during 
October by the Aquarium 's education 
staff. 

Displays on the nominees will be set 
up in community center s inc luding 
Honolulu Hale. Ballots wi ll appear in 
the Sunday paper, on November Food­
land grocery bags and in other outlets. 
Watch your nespapers for events to be 
announced. 

The deadline for submitting all bal­
lots will be no later than 5 p .m. on Nov. 
30. So cast your ballot now! Hawaii's 
state fish is waiting to ho ld office by 
1985! 
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
