M e m b e rsh ip  Dues S tru ctu re

Mi ni mum annual  dues for a Non- 
Resident  members h i p  in the Outr ig­
ger Canoe  Club are $46.50,  billed in 
January.  Thi s  ent i t les  the member  
to use of the Club for thirty consec ­
utive d a y s  w i t h i n  one c a l e n d a r  
m o n t h  without  a d d i t i o n a l  charge.  
NonResident  members  who use the 
Club beyond the initial  thirty con­
s e c u t i v e  days  w i t h i n  a given calen­
dar month will  be bil led at the regu­
lar dues r a t e  of $30  for the e n t i r e  
month.  For  example ,  a NonResident  
member  who uses the Club for four 
days  from Marc h  30th through April  
2 nd is incurring the expense  of two 
mo n t h s ’ regular  dues.

Due to a c c o u n t i n g  problems in­
herent in h a n d l i n g  N o n R e s i d e n t  
member  accounts  on an individual  
b a s i s ,  it is no l o n g e r  p o s s i b l e  to 
charge regular  dues of $30  for using 
the Club for a t h i r t y - d a y  period, 
consecut ive  or cumulat ive.  NonRe s ­
ident m e m b e r s  who r e s i d e  on the 
Neighbor  Is lands  are exempt  from 
this provision.
