The 15- 
year-old Punahou student won the 
State Gymnastics all-around cham­
pionships for women held late in 
March at Kokokahi YWCA. Compet­
ing in the Open Division, Keri took 
first on even bars, the vault, the bal­
ance beam, and tied for first in her 
floor exercise, scoring a total of 69.55 
points. . . . Placing fourth overall in 
the 12-14 age group was another OCC 
member-— Gay Balding. . . . Congratu­
lations to Ted Crane, just returned 
from Florida where he and an all- 
Hawaiian crew skippered the new 
Waikiki Yacht Club boat, INFLA­
TION, to a second place overall finish 
in the Southern Ocean Racing Con­
ference. SORC is the most competitive 
and prestigious racing event in the 
U.S. outside of the Americas Cup. The 
event, consisting of two 30-mile 
around-the-buoy races and four off­
shore races of 100-400 miles each, 
attracts the country's best skippers, 
designers, sailmakers, and boats.
