Outrigger's canoe racing fortunes 
are taking a great turn for the better. 
The traditional building process is 
beginning to show positive results.

The Leeward Kai Regatta, held at 
Nanakuli Beach Sunday, June 23, 
produced the best performance for 
OCC paddlers for the season to date. 
The regatta brought us four first 
places, four second places and three 
third places. The winning crews were: 
Girls 15; Sophomore Women; Junior 
Men— who made their first and very 
commanding win of the season— and 
Boys 16. In their first race of the sea­
son, the Boys 16 crew was exception­
ally strong, setting a record. They 
could be the pace setters of this re­
gatta season.

Our second place boats were: Boys 
13; Women A Novice; Girls 17, and 
Boys 18, the latter just miliseconds 
off the pace in this race. Third place 
found the Boys 14 way up from their 
previous positions. The 14's are among 
the Club's most dramatically im­
proved crews. They were dead last 
in the first regatta, are now up to 
third and are sure to see gold along 
the way. M en’s A Novice, and the 
Senior Men also placed third. The 
Senior Men slipped from their pre­
vious first place position in a highly 
competitive race.

Conditions for racing at Nanakuli 
Beach were unusual. There were large 
swells running; at times, the far right 
lanes were closed out by large waves 
breaking in the starting area. Lanikai 
Canoe Club's Freshmen made it look 
like Macfarlane Day at Waikiki with 
a spectacular surfing finish on a steep 
shore break which also gave them the 
ability to pass two canoes for first 
place. So goes canoe racing.
