Sam reports tha t users of A tlan tic  City Beach num bered 
in the thousands on a sum m er day and  the life saving 
effort there is a highly organized one sim ilar to the fa­
mous A ustralian  m ethod  w ith surf boats. Life saving 
operations there are com plicated by a steep d rop  off 
near the shore line and  a steady 4 to 5 foot shore break. 
Fifty rescues on a busy day is average. M em bers of the 
life saving staff have police au tho rity  in A tlantic  City 
and  can close the beach on stormy days. Sam attended 
the University of South C arolina at C olum bia and will 
a ttend  the U niversity of H aw aii nex t semester.

Dennis comes from  M anhattan  Beach, C alifornia 
w here he has been active in most all kinds of w ater sports 
and  is particu larly  fond of board  and  body surfing. D en­
nis has been a pool life guard  for nearly  two years at 
M anhattan  Beach. H e attended  C alifornia State College 
at Long Beach and will take up  classes at the University 
of H aw aii nex t year.
