Duke K ahanam oku has been invited 
to be the starter for the five-boat race and he w ill send 
the following entries off on a 2,500 mile cruise to H ono­
lulu:

1. Defending cham pion “Im iloa,” 43' sloop rig—Doctor 
Vic Stern, Seal Beach Yacht Club.

2. “Patty C at II ,” 44' sloop rig—Doctor John  Pursell, 
Balboa Yacht Club. First to finish in the last two San 
Diego to Ensinada races, defeating  over 400 boats, 
including catam arans.

3. “Glass Slipper,” 50' yawl rig  —Jay Johnson, Seal 
Beach Yacht Club.

4. “W orld  C at,” 44' ketch rig—Juergen  W agner, H am ­
burg Yacht C lub, Germ any.

5. ‘“T ri-S tar,” 41' sloop rig  trim aran —Ed H orstm ann, 
C alifornia Yacht C lub. (All boats have 6-, 7- or 8- 
men crew.)

O n or about Ju ly  11 m ake it a p o in t to come to the 
club for the finish at the D iam ond H ead  buoy. T h e  first 
boat across will be towed in to  the O utrigger lagoon and 
accorded its due honors. T h ere  will be leis for the cap tain  
and crew and, of course, victory M ai T a i’s. A party  for 
all crews in will follow on the same evening.

All the cats w ill be m oored at the cub for one night, 
then sail to the W aikiki Yacht C lub  for the awards b an ­
quet on Ju ly  16. O utrigger w ill present a koa bowl trophy 
to the w inner and  the C atam aran  Association w ill aw ard 
a koa paddle.

L et’s give the crews a big “aloha” w hen they arrive as 
this is the type of sporting  event which helps to bu ild  
the rep u ta tio n  of the O utrigger Canoe C lub  as a well- 
rounded  sports-m inded club.
