BOARD BRIEFS 
Board Briefs is taken f rom the minutes of the 

meeting of the Board of Directors on September 29, 
2011 . 

Membership Count: The Membership Count was 
4,779 as of August 31, 2011. 

Fishing & Boating: The Board approved a line item 
transfer of $500 from Miscellaneous Athletics to Fishing 
& Boating for prizes for the First Annual OCC Fishing 
Tournament and approved the Fishing & Boating T-shirt 
design presented. 

Public Relations: The Board approved continuing 
the pilot program to welcome new adult members to 
the Club. 

Historical: With the growing dominance of digital 
communications, a great majority of Club 
communications are now in electronic form. The Board 
approved the Historical Committee's recommendation 
to adopt a Document Archiving Policy. This revised 
policy emphasizes the importance of preserving 
electronic documents. 

Finance: The Board approved the recommendation 
to pursue the collection of fees inappropriately charged 
to the Club's defined benefit plan and retain Tsukazaki 
& Associates to assist w ith the process. 

Nominating Committee: Jon Bryan was appointed 
as chair of the Nominating Committee. 

Security: Members have expressed concerns about 
non-members (without a member host) on Club 
premises and non-members using the facilities more 
that twice a month as stated in the Club's Bylaws, 
Section 34. Currently, there is a security/greeter. His 
efforts have been well received. Management will work 
with him to develop procedures to track and document 
non-member usage. In addition, a w ritten campaign 
(eNews, magazine articles, letters to individual 
members and non-member parents of Junior members) 
wi ll be implemented. Staff wi ll be required to direct 
violations to the General Manager for follow-through. 

Long Term Tenant: A one-year tenant lease of the 
Kalanianaole property through September 2012 has 
been approved. 

Financial Statement: Ending Net Income for August 
was a loss of $44,833. There was a combined Food & 
Beverage net income, w ith the mini-charge, of $1,725 

Unrelated Business Income: Year to date, non­
member income is at 14.8% compared to 13.5% last 
year. 

Athletics: The vol leyball chair, Diana McKibbin, has 
stepped down. Athletics is looking for a replacement. 

Building & Grounds: This committee reviewed the 
Facilities Assessment Report from Alana Buick & Bers. It 
recommended an upgrade to the fire alarm system to 
include an audible component. The committee will 
consult with a retired HFD official.

Entertainment: The Board was briefed on the 
upcoming December 2 event , " It's All About the 0". 

Bridge Club: After consideration the Board agreed 
that the OCC Bridge Club must comply w ith the Bylaws 
and not permit non-members to play more than twice a 
month. 

OCC Master Women's Paddling Team and 
Macfarlane Tees: The Board acknowledged and 
thanked the OCC Masters Women's paddling team. 
Through their generous efforts, these volunteers 
donate their time every year to select the Macfarlane T­
shirt design, implement fabrication and sell the tees at 
the regatta. This year they donated $4,616 to ODKF and
