"The picturesque and the rare from Alaska 
and the Philippines and the fabulous materials 
in Hawaii 's display of fashions, accompanied by 
lively commentary and native music, was fasci-
nating from Mart to finish.''

nificent Chinese brocades, dating back to the 
time of the Manchus. were made into modern 
dinner gowns.
