( e i ght een y e a r s  ago) ,  an e x e r c i s e  
r oom for  the w o m e n  m e m b e r s  l acked 
f e mi ni ne  int erest .  Ho we v e r ,  t i mes  
have  ch a n ge d  and I k n o w  our  wo m e n  
m e m b e r s  of  t oday  des i re  an e x e r c i s e  
r o o m a nd e q u i p m e n t .  I h a v e n ' t  
f or got t en  you,  ladies .  1 h a ve  spent  a 
c o n s i d e r a b l e  a m o u n t  o f  t i m e  
r e v i e wi n g  the f e a s i b i l i t y  of  k n o c k i n g  
d o w n  part  of  the m a u k a  wa l l  and 
e x p a n d i n g  the s q u a r e  f oot a ge  so we 
c o u l d  a d d  r o o m  f o r  e x e r c i s e  
e qu i pme n t .
