In order to make the tournament
more meaningful for Outrigger Club
members, since it IS the OCC Cham-
pionship, only Outrigger Club
members and their spouses may com-
pete for trophies.

All golfers will play with their es-
tablished handicap if they have one.
Those who do not have an official
handicap will be handicapped under
the Callaway System. Winter rules
will prevail. Putts within the leather
may be conceded.

The all-inclusive price of $13 will
cover green fees, electric carts, after
play pupus and beer, tax, tips and
trophies.
