Aside from the generali ties of  b u s i ­
ness,  the basic  theme of  our first 
meeting was the definite intention to 
revitalize the OCC contest and to 
place surfing in its proper posit ion 
in Outrigger sporting activit ies.  As 
surfing is synonymous with the heri ­
tage of  our  State of  Hawaii ,  we feel 
it should receive the support and at­
tention it deserves,  and its activit ies 
should encompass  numerous  related 
events to attract the interest of  spec­
tators and participants.  It is, there­
fore, our intention to do just that in
1974  and to lay the groundwork for 
the continuation of  its development 
throughout the years to come.

This  year, aside from the regular 
contest,  which will have on-shore 
scoring reports, so that spectators 
are able to know who is winning as 
the contest progresses,  we will also 
have:  1. An al l-class sailing contest 
on the waves,  or  if the wind direction 
is not conducive to wave surfing, the 
race course will be set through the 
waves;  2. A Paddle Board contest for 
18 and under; 3. An open tandem 
event; 4. Excit ing beach activities 
that will make the entire day a spec­
tacular happening,  with the exci te­
ment of  the contest omnipresent.

This  year ’s contest will start Fr i­
day, June 7th at 8 o ’clock in the m orn­

ing. It will continue until completed. 
If, on the first day, there are no 
waves,  we have the other activities 
to fill the day, until the subcom mit ­
tee of  four decide the waves are 
right.

Our new applications will be sent 
in the next club mailing and will be 
placed on the front desk.  PLEASE 
SIGN UP NOW, so that we can start 
the actual planning.

I plan to have another report in the 
next OU TR IG G ER,  which will fully 
describe all that is scheduled for the 
OCC event.  We are sure, on ce  you 
read it, you will not want to miss the 
contest.
