Draws Large Crowd

4 wine-tasting party and had a wine 
time (if you'll podden the expression).

A connoisseur might describe the 
seven fine wines tasted in these terms

CHATEAU SM ITH  H A I T  LA FIT- 
T E  BLANC, the first wine to be tasted, 
was a white Burgundy. Chateau in 
front of a wine denotes that the follow ­
ing nam e is the vintner who both grew 
the grape and made the wine.

POUILLY F U IS S E  CHATEAU DE 
BEA UREG ARD  was the second white 
wine tasted. POU ILLY F U IS S E  is a 
tw in city region of France  famous for its 
wine grapes. As noted above. Chateau 
de Beauregard carries the French Gov­
ernm ent's  guarantee that the grapes 
were grown and bottled at that ch a­
teau.

CHENIN BLANC, the third wine 
tasted, is another white wine. This 
Chenin B lanc was produced by Robert 
M ondavi in California and named 
for the CHENIN BLANC grape of 
France  w hich grows well on the cooler 
m ountainsides of California.

ISA BELL, a fairly new pink wine, 
is from Portugal. It is served well 
chilled, like w hite wine and in com ­
bination with almost anything. It's 
very bouncy and effervescent.

BUENA V ISTA  ZINFANDEL origi­
nated in California. It is a fruity red 
table wine.

CHATEAU BELLEGRA VE is a red
w ine from the Bordeaux region of 
France. Bordeaux wines are not as 
harsh as the Burgundy wines, have a 
lighter taste and are usually lower in 
alcoholic content. They are generally 
very popular with the ladies.

PI NOT NOIR. a very dark red Bur­
gundy, completed the w ine tasting.
