Men’s Lockers

In order to provide additional 

clothes lockers, your Board of 

Directors has taken the following 

actions: 1. An additional 93 lockers 

w ill be installed in the women’s area. 

They w ill measure 12" by 12" by 24" 

and rent for $2.OO/month. 2. In the 

men's room, lockers numbered 27 

through 124 w ill be replaced by 186 

new lockers measuring 12"xl5"x24" 

and rent for $2.OO/month. 3. The 

present men’s lockers numbered 513 

through 529 w ill be replaced by the 

standard size thereby increasing 

from 17 to 26 lockers. 4. Ten standard 

size lockers w ill be added to the 

Junior boys’ room.

The above action provides 250 

additional clothes lockers. This w ill 

take care of some of the members on 

the waiting list.

A ll standard size lockers w ill rent 

fo r $ 4 .OO /m onth  and  re g u la r  

members w ill have priority. Spouse 

members w ill be assigned to the 

smaller lockers. (Exception: when 

standard lockers are available.)

Your Board of Directors realizes 

that some confusion w ill naturally 

take place in the installation of new 

lockers and the moving of members, 

particularly from lockers 27 thru 124. 

Temporarily, those members in 27 

thru 124 w ill be placed in the smaller 

lockers. In due time we expect and 

request infrequent users of standard 

lockers to move to the smaller 

lockers, thereby tak ing  care of 

displaced persons.

Your cooperation and patience are 

requested in this major move to 

provide additional clothes lockers.
