When Fred Kingman passed away 
last October, few of his Club contem­
poraries of the World War I I  era and 
on into the sixties were around. As 
a result, his passing did not receive 
the attention it should have received.

Mr. Kingman came to Hawaii in 
1939 and was a Club member for 35 
years. He was the head of a company 
which sub-leased some 14,000 square 
feet of land fronting on Kalakaua 
Avenue adjoining the then newly 
leased Club premises at 2335 Kala­
kaua. The arcade building which his 
company built there provided an ease­
ment for use of Club members enter­
ing and leaving the new clubhouse. 
Without this arrangement, the 1941 
Outrigger clubhouse might not have 
been feasible.

Although Mr. Kingman never 
sought office in the Club, he was in­
volved in many of its activities. He 
was also a leader in numerous civic 
enterprises. He is survived by his 
wife, Lucile Kingman, three sons, two 
grandchildren and other relatives.
