Up at 5:30 and dow n to the beach. The w ater w asn 't 
as cold as the other day. It was 61 degrees. We w en t out 
to  practice bu t d id n 't fee l at home.

I had the second heat at 6:42 a.m. The waves today 
w ere 3 feet, good shape. The heat had top boys w ho 
perfo rm ed w e ll. The lefts w ere better than the rights but
I took a chance and w en t righ t. I d id n 't do so hot and 
fin ished second in my heat, beat out by 2 points. This put 
me in the semi main fo r later in the day.

7:15 a.m .—Rusty's w ords o f his heat w en t like  th is, I 
w en t ou t cold, sh ivering, fee ling  confident un til Chris 
Schlikerm eyer came out. I was frozen, I s lipped, I took 
pipe. Fourth in the heat, w ha t a bum m er!

Today the beach was packed from  end to end. There 
w ere m illions o f people everyw here . It was sunny and 
still fu ll o f g irls , g irls , g irls , and even more than Saturday 
fo r today the w inners w o u ld  be know n.

W ell, I am now  w a itin g  fo r  my instructions. We are to 
catch five  waves and w ill be judged on three. Here I go !!!

D uring m y heat, I caught the m in im um  num ber o f 
waves (three). I hope I make it. The firs t w ave I caught 
was good but tim e was runn ing  out so I was in a rush to 
catch the last tw o . The last tw o  waves w e ren 't w ha t I 
expected so again I came in second. W ell, tha t was that fo r 
me. U no ffic ia lly  I came in sixth overa ll. We w a ited  fo r 
the fina l results o f the d iv is ions then headed back to the 
hotel to pack, and onto the a irport.

We arrived at the a irpo rt at 6:45 p .m ., had d inner and 
then had to run to the plane. We boarded the plane at 
7:40 p.m. and here it is 8:00 p.m. and w e have just lifted  
o ff the ground.

Through the w in d o w  w e saw the beau tifu l a irpo rt w ith  
its lights shin ing b righ t. Then w e said a fe w  w ords like, 
good-bye H untington , good-bye C a lifo rn ia  and here we 
come, Hawaii. We missed C a lifo rn ia . It had good points 
as w e ll as bad but the good stood out. Com ing back, w e 
slept th rough all o f the f lig h t because o f our long day at 
the beach.

Boy, w e fe lt g lad w e w ere heading home w here  w e 
could surf in w arm  w ater fo r  a change. A ga in , C a liforn ia  
had good points but I w ou ld  rather choose Hawaii by far. 
It is now  10:30 p.m . Hawaiian Time and the lights o f 
Oahu are v is ib le .—boy, does Oahu look sm all—but re­
m em ber "good  th ings come in small packages." It was a 
fine  tr ip  and w e w ished w e could have stayed longer 
to see the sights but m aybe another tim e. As the wheels 
h it the runw ay, I could almost feel the w arm  air. By being 
on this tr ip , w e  though t that the ideal land to live  and 
surf w o u ld  be C alifo rn ia 's  cool air and the beau tifu l w arm  
w ate r o f H awaii, Hawaii No Ka O i. But so fa r there's none.

We w o u ld  like  to express our most g ra te fu l g ra titude 
to  all the people w ho  made our tr ip  possible, fo r w e 
learned much about the m ain land and it was a lo t o f fun  
to be there!
