I. OLYMPIC WRAP-UP

Accord ing to re liab le  sources, the O u trigge r's  fo u r men 
representatives in vo lleyba ll at the O lym pics perfo rm ed 
adm irab ly.

Pete Velasco, Captain Tom Haine, John Stanley, and 
John A ls trom  w ere  all instrum ental in the U.S.'s stunning 
upset o f go ld  m edalist Russia. Velasco came on in the 
fo u rth  and fifth  games o f that match to spark the team 
w ith  his all-around court p lay, and A lstrom  be fudd led  
the ta ll Russians by h ittin g  tim e and again over and inside 
the ir fam ous block.

The Russians w ere  said to have been a little  cocky in 
this early match, bu t this unbe lievab le  upset set them 
back dow n  on earth and on the ir w ay to another go ld  
medal.

The U.S. cooled o ff a fte r the Russian match and man­
aged to fin ish  in a tie  fo r seventh place w ith  Bulgaria. 
This was a m arked im provem ent over the n in th  place 
fin ish  in Tokyo in 1964.

According to our on-the-spot observer, Mrs. Tom 
Haine, her "h u b b y "  p layed qu ite  w e ll, standing out in 
his backcourt p lay, d inks, and overa ll leadership d isp layed 
as team captain. He was also effective  "o ff the cou rt," as 
the lucky pa ir spent much tim e toge ther seeing the co lo r­
fu l architecture o f the m ile -h igh  c ity , the track, sw im m ing , 
and d iv in g  events, and even a fe w  o f the fam ous n igh t 
spots. A nd despite rum ors to the contrary, Mare said the 
M exican food  was "o n o !"

The dysentery victim s w e re n 't a ided much by the lack 
o f in terpreters, e ither, as most athletes and tourists had 
to resort to  sign language in o rder to comm unicate w ith  
each other. These arm -w aving  and charade-like gestures 
usually resulted in tw o  ends: 1 ) non-com m unication and, 
as Mrs. Haine described, 2) the " in te rna tiona l language:" 
m utual laughter!

A ll in a ll, though, the consensus among the Hawaii 
and O u trigge r athletes was that the X IX  O lym p ic  Games 
w ere  exciting , co lo rfu l, and conducted in the atm osphere 
o f true  O lym p ic  sp irit and g o o d w ill.

C ongratu lations also to M ik i Briggs McFadden and 
Sharon Peterson fo r the ir outstanding p lay on the w om en's 
vo lleyba ll team.

We should indeed be proud o f our six fine  athletes 
w ho  so ably "rep resen ted" the' C lub in the M exico C ity 
O lym p ic  Games o f 1968.
