year to date increase in members' 
equity was $198,638 or 3.9%. 

Delinquent List: Eight members 
were suspended for 15 days due to their 
accounts being delinquent three times 
in a 12 month period. One person's 
membership has been terminated. 

Manager's Report : The food and 
beverage analysis for combined sales 
during July showed £231,447 which 
was 3% greater than the previous period 
and produced a net bottom line gain of 
£14,661 or 6.3% on sales. This is slight­
ly ahead of the gains posted for July, 
1986. Y car to date is significantly 
below the levels posted in the previous 
year. However, after seven months of 
operation we are well ahead of the 
budgeted bottom line projections. 

Manager reported on the damage to 
the Ladies Locker Room. Together 
with the cost of the replacement of 
equipment and the damage to the locker 
room, the cost will be close to £50,000. 
Everything is covered by tl1c Club's in­
surance, except for the contents of in­
dividual lockers, which will be covered 
by the individual's homeowners policy. 
The investigator's report stated that the 

cause of the fire was a combustible ar­
ticle which was draped over the heating 
clement in the sauna. An ad hoc com­
mittee has been formed to assist in the 
restoration of the Ladies Locker Room. 

Membership Report: The member­
ship count of 3,953 as of July 31 was ac­
cepted. 

House: Board members were given 
the new revised membership handbook. 
The committee is looking into setting 
rules for the locker rooms. The commit­
tee is also thinking of ways to encour­
age members to usc the Club during 
construction of the parking garage. 

Athletics: Approval was given to 
Mr. Caldwell to use the OCC flag for 
the Maui Channel Relays . .. Approval 
was given to the OCC to join the 
American Canoe Association ... The 
masters men's paddling crew was ap­
proved to compete in Kona ... The long 
distance swim was approved for Decem­
ber 20 for the use of buoys and tent.
