As a result of our expanding  m em bership composed of 
various age groups and life styles, last year the Board of 
Directors tasked the Long Range Planning Comm ittee with 
the lengthy and com plicated project of best determ ining  
the ways and means of giving the m em bers w hat they 
w ant in the least expensive way. A prelim inary  
questionnaire was developed and m ailed to all 
m em bership  classifications except NonResident, Service 
and those m em bers in Inactive M em bership  Status. The 
response was overw helm ing and your suggestions, 
recom m endations and assistance are appreciated We are 
still in the process of analyzing all the data subm itted and 
an in-depth critique is still underw ay and will be 
presented to you in a more detailed report.
