Mark Buck

Mark Buck was born in San Francisco, but 
at age two he began life anew in Honolulu. 
He has been a member of the OCC for eigh­
teen years, and in that time his name has be­
come synonymous with championships on the 
volleyball court and in the water. His most 
recent recognition came in 1975 when he was 
awarded the coveted Coach of the Year 
Award by the Hawaii Canoe Racing Association, 
but his participation in Outrigger sports and 
activities began a long time ago.

Mark grew up at the Outrigger and like 
many young athletes, he was involved in all 
sports. If he wasn't playing volleyball, he was 
in a canoe or on a wave. If he wasn't playing, 
he was teaching others to play, paddle, surf 
or rig a canoe. During his Punahou days, Mark 
played football and captained the volleyball 
team. He continued playing volleyball at the 
University of Hawaii and later played on the 
OCC 6-man teams in the Hawaii State Cham­
pionships and the Nationals.

He is best known for his canoeing expertise 
as a Senior Men’s paddler since 1964 and as 
a coach. He has paddled the grueling Molokai 
Race since 1961, with only 1962 and 1973 
as “rest” years. He was on the winning Molo­
kai crews in 1965, 1967, 1968, and 1975 and 
took on the job as Head Coach in 1967, ’68, 
'69, ’70, '74 and ’75. He coached our Club 
teams to state championships in 1967 and 
1970 and finished 2nd in 1974 and 1975. Mark 
travelled to the Mainland as a member of the 
Hawaii crew in the Catalina Balboa Race in 
1964, '65, '66 and came home a winner in 
1965 and 1966.

Mark was one of the directors of the popular 
Junior Athletic Summer Program from 1965

to 1970 and still finds time to help youngsters 
in the Club sports. After serving yearly on 
many Club committees, Mark became a Di­
rector in 1974 and now serves as Secretary.

Although his rapidly growing family busi­
ness takes most of his time, you can usually 
find Mark ready to launch a canoe at the end 
of the day. Each year he says, “This is my last 
year,” and each year the rest of the Club 
urges him back for “Just one more champion­
ship year.”

The “Winged 0"  honored Mark in 1968, and 
he continues to richly reward the Club by his 
dedication and participation.
