T h e  v e r y  s u c c e s s f u l  S u m m e r  

Spor t s  Clinic Program that was  cre­
a t e d  by l as t  y e a r ' s  C l u b  C a p t a i n ,  
Fred Hemmings,  Jr., will  be c ont in­
ued this summer,  s tart ing early in 
July.

The 1976 program will  consist  of 
a series of sports  cl inics to be held 
from Monday,  July 12th,  through Fr i ­
day,  August  2 0 . During the s ix-week 
period instruct ion will  be offered in 
five basic  sports.

One day each week will  be physical  
f i tness and act ivi ty day,  devoted to 
swimming,  jogging,  paddling,  and 
other condit ioning act ivi t ies.  M o n ­
days  wi l l  a l s o  be used for s p e c i a l  
a c t i v i t i e s  in o t h e r  s p o r t s  and for 
compet i t ive events.

A s e c o n d  day will  be d e v o t e d  to 
vol leybal l .  The vol leybal l  cl inic will  
feature instruct ion by OCC members  
who are among the c ount r y ’s top- 
ranked players.  Instruct ion will  c ov­
er s e r v i n g ,  hitting,  s e t t i n g  and all  
the basi cs  of vol leybal l  s trategy.

Canoe day will  feature training in 
both p a d d l i n g  and canoe s ur f i n g .  
Exper ienced paddlers and s teersmen 
will  give in-depth instruct ion in the 
sport.  Plans call  for using the Cl ub ’s 
new motorized canoe to teach canoe 
steering.  One training goal is qual i ­
f ication of paddlers as s teersmen in 
the surf ing canoes.

The  sai l ing cl inic is scheduled for 
a n o t h e r  day.  I n s t r u c t i o n  wi l l  be 
geared to the level of exper ience  of 
par t i c ipants  but will  include t r a n s ­
portat ion of the boats  from storage 
to water,  rigging, knots,  basic  s a i l ­
ing techniques  and then actual  s a i l ­
ing practice.

On surf ing day we will  cover  both 
the science of surf ing and Ha wa i i ’s 
surf ing heritage.  Thi s  course will in-

elude s p e c i a l  surf ing f i l m s  and in­
s truct ion from World Class  surfers.

Each separate  cl inic will  be held 
one day a week through the s i x- week 
per i od .  Me mbe rs  i n t e r e s t e d  may 
sign up for one or more c l i n i c s  at 
$12 . 00  per cl inic. *  The  entire p a c k ­
age is offered at a flat $60.00.  Cl inics  
begin at 8:30 each morning and f in­
ish at 11:30 a . m .*(Sailmg clinic, $20.)

The  Club Captain wishes  to e m ­
phasize that these cl inics  are for all 
Club members ,  regardless  of age, 
sex,  or experience.  A Senior  mem­
ber interested in canoe steering or 
surf ing may sign up for that par t i cu­
lar c l i n i c  since t h e r e  is no age  or 
abi l i ty restrict ion.

In sports  where Club equipment  
is a v a i l a b l e  for c h e c k - o u t  only to 
those members  who have qual i f ied 
to use it, some training will  be aimed 
at meeting q u a l i f i c a t i o n  requi re­
ments.
