It was not u n c o m m o n many long 
years ago f o r outr igger" canoes to be 
h e w n out of huge f i r or p ine logs, 
even t h o u g h we had no f i r or p ine 
trees in Hawa i i . 

T h e logs came f r o m O r e g o n and 
W a s h i n g t o n , t h o u g h they were not 
impor t ed . T h e y were also f ree . T h e s e 
logs were tossed into the sea by the 
forces of na tu re and f loa ted a long 
wi th ocean cur ren ts unti l be ing beach-
ed. In H a w a i i , mos t of t hem landed on 
K a u a i or o the r no r the rn shores. De-
l ivered r ight to your very door , so to 
speak and no bills of l ad ing or o ther 
s h i p p i n g pape r s to f i d d l e wi th . 

T h e s e logs m a d e sp l end id sea-
w o r t h y canoes and the H a w a i i a n s pro-
bably w o n d e r e d wha t h a p p e n e d to 
thei r source of supply when soil con-
servat ion, fores t reserve and all that 
k ind of s tu f f go t g o i n g O v e r The re . 
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
