Those absent from the trials
will also be barred from participa-
tion in the meet.

Practise for swimmers will be per
mitted every afternoon at Punahou,
the women using the tank at 4 p. m.
and the men at 4:40 p. m. On Thurs-
day night special arrangements will
permit the use of the tank by the
Hui Makani swimmers, and on Fri-
day night by the Outrigger talent.
